EzDatePicker Pro2 plug-in is the only one of its kind allowing Acroform developers the ability to easily add
a popup calendar to an AcroForm. The demo form shows how an Acroform developer might allow an end
user to change the date format on the fly by providing a menu item (in this case a check box) to change
the value of the variable 'DPdefaultFormat’ residing in a document level script ‘DefineVariables' added to
the form by the plug-in. In essence, the value of the variable determines the date format to be used when
adding a date to a PDF form. Changing the value of this variable in Pro2 is a simple task performed by the
Acroform developer that takes only seconds when adding EzDatePicker to an Acroform. To simulate this
process, simply click on a check box below, then click on any one of the '< select date >' fields to enter a
date to display the format you have chosen.
